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Front Installation

Step 1

Disconnect sway bar link from control arm and separate tie rod end. Support spindle
assembly. Use caution with any ABS wiring to prevent damage. Separate upper ball joint.
Remove lower strut mounting bolt and upper strut mount nuts and remove strut.

Step 2

Install TRAXDA spacer on the strut as shown in Figure A.
Note the twisted shape of the TRAXDA cap, the strut will
be rotated 180 degrees when reinstalled in the truck.
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Step 3

Reinstall the strut assembly in reverse of dis-assembly. It
may be necessary to use a pry bar to aid in the
re-installation of the strut assembly. Use a pit jack to raise
the lower control arm and re-connect ball joint. Note: a tall
jack may be needed under the rear bumper to steady the
truck on the lift. Veerify that all hardware has been tightened

to the proper torque specs. N

Rear Installation

changes may cause a tip over.
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Disconnect any ABS wires so they can droop. Loosen lower shock bolt and
remove. Use a pit jack to support the differential. Remove U-bolts from one
side of the truck only. This will help keep the differential steady. Remove factory
block and Install TRAXDA lift block between differential and leaf spring as
shown in illustration below.. Install U-bolts supplied with TRAXDA kit.

Re-install lower shock bolts. Repeat on the other side of the truck.
