Rear Installation

féupport the weight of the rear axle and remove one rear shock.
Be careful of the brake hoses they will be at maximum extension
while installing this piece. With the shock removed the spring should
come out easily. Install the TRAXDA spring spacer into the vehicle
as shown in Figure Busing the supplied 10mm bolt. Fit the cone shaped
bump stop onto the spacer and have an assistant use a pry bar to lever
the spring back into place. Reinstall the shock and repeat on the other side.
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Alignment notes:

We recommend that a technician with experience
doing alignments on lifted trucks perform the
alignment. Large tires wear differently than OEM sized
tires. Always do an alignment after changing tires on a

vehicle.
